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Abstract

Intergenerational activities are practiced all over the world. Conceptual and methodological approaches are as different and various as the countries and regions they take place in. 

The workshop will start with two short overview presentations to set the scene and to trigger the following Learning Cafés.

The first presentation will provide a general overview of the role and status of intergenerational work worldwide, considering historical, political and social circumstances of regions and nations. Furthermore, attempts to trans-national cooperation will be examined, as well as the potential of the umbrella organisation ICIP (International Consortium of Intergenerational Programmes) to support regional and global networking. In this connection we will also introduce examples of cross-national intergenerational programmes.

The second presentation will then concentrate on the development of intergenerational learning under a European perspective, building on the results of the research project EAGLE (European Approaches to Intergenerational Lifelong Learning). EAGLE generates insight into: i) policies, initiatives, concepts and frameworks in place; and ii) models of good practice developed in six European countries in order to formulate subsequently policy and practice recommendations.

The workshop will mainly centre on two interactive Learning Cafés, which will give participants the opportunity to discuss about 'Success Factors and Barriers of Intergenerational Learning’ and about the 'The Future(s) of Intergenerational Learning’, both stressing on national and international aspects.
